2)  Prayer is to be about what is real in your life. 
 Prayer is about real-world concerns, spoken in real-world language.  God does not 
want us to shift into a stained-glass prayer voice to address Him.  Prayer comes out of this 
world, the workday world of houses and cars and grass and sewer lines and schools and 
janitors and the IRS.  Prayer is about bread.  Prayer is about money.  Prayer is about a 
judge in conflict.  It’s about feeding unexpected company in the middle of the night when 
your cupboard is bare and the stores are closed....The necessity of prayer springs out of 
needs in the real world.    David Jeremiah 
 
3) Praying with others brings results that otherwise would not be seen.  
 Concert (from the root as concerned) means that people are united in sustained  
commitment to the Lord, to one another and to the answers they seek until God grants  
fullness and fulfillment.  Also, concerts of prayer, like musical concerts, involve the  
dynamics of a harmonious celebration -- like a grand symphony -- as pray-ers blend their 
hearts, minds and voices by faith in God’s Word.  David Bryant
